Thank you for showing interest in a Christopher Allen  handcrafted bespoke  
timber kitchen. We truly believe that having a hand made timber kitchen really 
is an affordable proposition for you.

We hope that we are able to assist you through what can be a very stressful time. 
Our innovative ideas coupled with product knowledge can make this a more 
pleasurable experience creating the kitchen of your dreams.

All of our kitchens are made from solid timber carcass, framing and drawers. 
Each unit is constructed using the ĳfull carcassĴ method, each piece being fixed 
and rigid and coming complete with doors and drawers and requiring no 
assembly. 

Our units have fully in- framed doors and drawers, the traditional method of 
cabinet making. Each unit frame runs straight to the floor to create the more 
freestanding and individual look to each piece. All of our frames and doors are 
mortised and tenoned, and each drawer is dovetailed with  rebated tongue and 
groove drawer bottoms.  Base units have adjustable feet to help level to uneven 
surfaces  and aid the fitting process. Base  units come with a standard void at the 
back to allow for services and where necessary we build around any wall 
shapes or pipes to maximise cupboard space. End base  units are finished with 
tongue and groove or panelled ends depending on the desired look. Our wall 
units have built in pelmets to allow for down- lighting and voids for any cabling. 
End wall units are finished like the bases and have overextended sides to allow 
our fitters to scribe into the most uneven of walls. 

With the ability to make units to fit the desired space, we work  very 
symmetrically, designing around key focal areas rather than using standard 
modular sizes. By making larger pieces where possible we are able to create that 
more individual but practical solution, enhancing the individuality of  each 
kitchen we make.



UNDERSTANDING THE PROCESS

Following our initial visit we do not prepare any 
formal drawings unless requested too. We do not 

have in house CAD design software as each 
kitchen is bespoke, instead we use a draughtsman 

who will draw up each kitchen individually. 
These drawings are produced should you proceed 

with your order. If however these are required 
before placing the order there is a charge of 
£100, which is deductible if you proceed.

We are always happy to offer a free no obligation quotation and site visit to discuss and develop 
your plans and ideas.  As each kitchen is individually designed and manufactured we do not have a 
standard price list, and choose to quote once the general design is agreed. Following our site visit 
we will prepare a detailed quotation based on our discussions. The quotation does not generally 
change on any subsequent design changes , as we price to fill the space. Unless the size increases or 
we have to make more units to accommodate the design change then the initial quotation is a fair 
representative of the likely final cost. Please appreciate drawers are more expensive than doors and 
unit sizes are the only real cost drivers. At the quotation stage we make general provision for sinks, 
taps and handles.

Generally we quote 10 -12 weeks from date of deposit to 
installation. We aim to agree all details and design before 
production which is usually around 6 weeks into the process. 
Before manufacturing a final site visit is arranged and all 
details are discussed and agreed. Once in production they 
take around 7 ı14 days to produce, prep and prime. We 
then invite you to the factory where your kitchen will be laid 
up in the workshop for viewing. At this stage you are able to 
confirm sink, taps, worktops, colour and handles. Also at this 
stage we will book an installation date. Installation normally 
takes about a week, aiming to get you a working kitchen as 
soon as possible . It maybe necessary to follow up the initial 
installation to complete the finishing touches.



DESIGNING AND PLANNING
When planning your kitchen, the four key elements effecting the design are 
cooking, washing, preparation and storage. Generally these are things that we 
cannot change the position or size of. Care and consideration must be made to 
the provision of services such as hot and cold water, electrics, ventilation as well 
as drainage.

There are typically six design layouts to follow in the planning stage. As 
illustrated below.

We aim to work to a balanced design in all of these areas, where possible 
creating feature pieces to enhance that truly individual look. There are no real 
limitations on the units that we can make, with bigger units helping to control 
the cost. and aid the design of unique pieces. Once we have agreed the position 
of the appliance we then make units to give us a balanced and symmetrical look. 
The in framed nature of our units means that sometimes the door opening sizes 
can become quite small, we will always look to keep smaller units to a minimum 
so as  to make the kitchen as useful and functional as possible. 

Rough plans, sketches and ideas on your proposed new appliances are always 
useful before any site visit and aid the planning stage. We ask you to think of the 
things that we cannot change, and we can help work 
out the rest.



CREATING YOUR
INDIVIDUAL LOOK
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ĳTHE HEART OF YOUR HOMEĴ

Due to the nature of  our kitchens we believe they are 
excellent value for money. There are no hidden extras for 

cornices, plinths or pelmets, and the fitting cost can be 
significantly  cheaper than modular kitchen units as there is 

no unit assembly  involved. The average cost of our 
handmade kitchens excluding plumbing and electrics is 

£12,000 installed including VAT.



WORK SURFACES
We prefer to work with solid materials, each offering their own unique look and feel to blend 
in with their environment and chosen finished look. With each material we use there are 
numerous different edge details and thickness that can be offered to suit you. Up stands are 
also available on request to avoid tiling the walls behind the units. If you are having granite or 
quartz costs may vary due to the random slab sizes that are ordered to fit your kitchen.

SOLID TIMBER - Our range of 30mm and 40mm solid ĳblockĴ wood worktops include oak, 
beech, iroko, maple, cherry and walnut. Each timber has it own unique colour and graining 
pattern which enhances the natural characteristics of  each piece. Each work surface is woven 
using small narrow strips to create the full lengths. We also offer ĳwide plankĴ timber work 
surfaces. These are created at our factory using full lengths of timber and typically only 4ı5 
planks to create the depth. These work surfaces create a unique look, with no plank ever being 
the same and the full length boards enhance the individual characteristics of each work 
surface area. All of our work surfaces are finished in a Danish oil in order to preserve the 
timber and stop water  or other soluble from penetrating the timber. These do require 
continued maintenance to avoid them drying out and staining. 

GRANITE ılike timber, granite is a porous material, taking in moisture and requiring                                            
maintenance. It is not an infallible product and is susceptible like timber to scratching and     
staining if not cared for properly. Stones are sourced from around the world and taken from the 
ground. Each stone is very unique with wild and individual veining available along with the 
solid colour finishes. Stones can be chosen to pick up details within the flooring, tiles or interior 
décor.  Our suppliers are happy for you to attend to pick your own slabs should you wish!  

QUARTZ - With over 600 colour combinations available in a variety of finishes we can 
provide a quartz stone to suit any taste. Quartz is the perfect alternative to natural stone, 
providing a highly impact, stain and scratch resistant surface, which does not vary in pattern. 
These specially developed materials consist of approximately 90% premium grade quartz and 
10% polyester resin, providing a finish that  will stand the test of time. 



FINISHING TOUCHES
The overall look of your kitchen will be dramatically changed with the choice of  
colour , handles and worktops that you choose. Whether it be the ĳcountry 
farmhouseĴ look or a more modern clinical finish, each element will enhance and 
define  the individuality of your kitchen. Using colour can be a good way of 
enhancing the individuality of each piece, and can accentuate the freestanding look.

During the process of manufacturing we do not insist on knowing the handles that 
you want until you have seen the kitchen for yourself. Choose from a range of 
chrome or stainless handles to create the more contemporary look or selection of 
pewter, ceramic or classical wooden knobs to add the more traditional feel. We have

Paint Finishes

All of kitchens are available  in the 
comprehensive range of colours from 
the Farrow and Ball colour chart. Each 
of our units is spray painted inside and 
out giving a level and flat finish, unlike 
the look of hand painting. Each  unit is 
primed twice in a high build primer and 
given two coats of top coat paint. 
During each stage the units are filled 
and rubbed down to achieve the perfect 
finish.



SINKS AND TAPS
When choosing the sink for your kitchen there are  many decisions that need to be 
considered. Do I need a drainer?, how many bowls do I need?, how big do the bowls 
need to be?, There are three types of sink that we offer, Farmhouse style, under 
mounted or inset. Below are examples of sizes and the styles available.
Farmhousesinks have the face of the sink visible and sit on short height cabinets. 
The taps are usually mounted into the worktop, although some sinks are available 
full depth with built in tap holes and drainers.

Under mounted sinks sit  under the work surface. Drainer grooves can be routed 
into  natural material  worktops if required. The whole edges of the bowl are not 
seen which creates a neat and tidy finish. The taps are mounted into the worktop 
and can be any style. 

Insetsinks sit on top of the worktop and generally have built in draining. These 
sinks are available in single,1 ½ and double bowl options. Inset inks are particularly 
good for laminate worktops as the worktop edges around the sink are not seen. The 
taps are generally mounted into the sink itself, avoiding direct contact he worktop.

MODERN CLASSIC TRADITIONAL
There are  several types of 
taps available, pillar, bridge 
or monobloc taps. 
Monobloc taps require one 
hole, whilst bridge and pillar 
tapes require two.
